 GRAYS HARBOR COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS 
 
               November 26, 2001 
 
The Commissioners met in session in the Commissioners’ Meeting Room of the 
Administration Building, Montesano, Washington, on Monday, November 26, 2001, at 
2:00 P.M.  Commissioners Bob Beerbower, Dennis Morrisette and Dan Wood, and Clerk 
of the Board, Sandra Daniels, were present.  Jim Baker, Senior Deputy Prosecuting 
Attorney, was present. 
 
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:   The Clerk noted that because of the holiday 
week, the minutes of the November 19th meeting had not been completed, and would be 
presented for approval at the meeting of December 3, 2001. 
 
SWEARING-IN CEREMONY:   Ed Prkut, elected County Assessor in the November  
6, 2001, election, was given his oath of office and officially sworn in by County Auditor 
Vern Spatz.

HEARINGS: 
 
Ordinance Amending Ordinance No. 111:  There was a public hearing to consider an 
ordinance amending Ordinance No. 111 to correct statutory references, amend appeal 
provisions in conflict with the Land Use Petition Act, chapter 36.70C RCW provisions, 
and to require final plats to be filed within five years of preliminary plat approval in 
conformance with RCW 58.17.140.  A full text of the proposed ordinance was available 
from the County Commissioners Office, or was mailed upon request.  Chairman 
Beerbower asked for the staff report, and Jim Baker, Senior Deputy Prosecuting 
Attorney, reported that as a result of his review of County Ordinance No. 111, the 
Subdivision Ordinance, he had identified provisions having obsolete statutory references 
and which conflict with the provisions of the Land Use Petition Act and State 
Subdivision Statute, and recommended amending Ordinance 111 to reflect these changes. 
The Chair called for public comment.  There was no further testimony and the hearing 
was closed.  Upon a motion, made, seconded and passed the following was adopted:  
Ordinance No. 290 – Amending Grays Harbor County Subdivision Ordinance No. 
111. 
 
Supplemental Budget Request/Equine Fair Fund #103-300:  There was a public 
hearing to consider a request for Supplemental Appropriation in the Grays Harbor County 
Fair Equine Fund #103-300-000, in the amount of $2,250.   Chairman Beerbower asked 
for a staff report and Tom Gwin, Fair Manager, explained that the Fair had experienced 
unexpected revenues in the Equine Capital Facilities Fund, due to the efforts of the Fair 
Equine Committee.  He noted that the Committee and volunteers had raised this 



 

 

additional revenue to be used to improve the equine facilities at the Fairgrounds.  The 
Chair called for public comment.  There was no further testimony and the hearing was 
closed.  Upon motion made, seconded and passed, the following was adopted: 
Resolution No. 01-137 – Authorizing Supplemental Extension in the Budget of the 
Equine Fund #103-300-000.

Harbor County to the Aberdeen Elks Lodge No. 593, was announced and a hearing was 
set for December 17, 2001, at 2:00 P.M.

Request Approval, Agreement with Funtastic Shows, Inc.:  It was moved, seconded 
and passed to approve and sign an Agreement between Funtastic Shows, Inc., and the 
Grays Harbor County Fair,  providing carnival services for the Fair for 2002, 2003 and 
2004.  It was noted that there is an option for renewal, if agreed upon by both parties, for 
up to three years. 
 
SHERIFF 
 
Request Approval, Adoption of Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan:  It 
was moved, seconded and passed to adopt Resolution 01-136 – Adoption of the 
Emergency Management Plan for Grays Harbor County.  Sheriff Whelan told the 
Board that each political subdivision in the State is required by law to establish an 
emergency plan for disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery. 
 
Request Set Hearing Date, Supplemental Appropriation :  Monday, December 17, 
2001, at 2:00 P.M., was the time set to hear a request for a Supplemental Appropriation in 
the Sheriff’s Department Fund #001-032, in the amount of $14,914.
